Spazio Thetis began as an initiative for the promotion and appreciation of contemporary knowledge, a place to learn about and compare ideas and to further develop the art and culture of our times.

Among the activities carried out by the engineering company that manages these spaces are studies and observations of the environment and sustainability. Scientific and technological research join in a synergetic rapport with the works of international artists mounted in the park and rooms of the historic structures of the Arsenale.

The site is located in a particularly intriguing part of Venice, thanks to its setting and its inherent qualities. Here an area has been created to encourage an exchange between professionals, experts and all those interested in cultural contextualizetions dealing with nature, which have in fact been displayed in these spaces for over ten years.

Symbolic of this sensibility and new way of listening to the environment, the park is one of the most interesting opportunities existing today to promote contemporary culture intent on the construction of a new world and cognizant of the need to act in harmony with the natural habitat.

Thetis’s technological research is enriched by that of creative minds from all over the world united in the pursuit of an equilibrium between man and the planet through up-to-date concepts of constructed space design. To this end, the experimental area proposed by Spazio Thetis encourages the exploration of different languages, thereby supporting our heritage of cultural diversity. It reveals unusual points of view, giving visitors the chance to reconsider their knowledge in the face of little-known aspects of the international art and experiences of today.

First came the idea to mount a show for the 12th International Architecture Biennale that would focus on the multidisciplinary nature of architecture, displaying cultural contaminations in fields as diverse as landscape painting, urban planning and documentary film. The concept was embraced enthusiastically by the curators of Culture_Nature, who recognized it as a way to offer visitors new opportunities to investigate these issues. The exhibition plan was specifically

designed to expand the area for exchange and meetings not only for professionals in the field but also for creative artists, universities and public institutions.

Thetis believes that the integration of cultures is society’s greatest treasure, a value that encourages respect for all of mankind’s expressions.
