On the three opening days, 18, 19, 20 june 2004, the exhibition, “Le Opere e i Giorni”, third and last edition of the triennal exhibition will be opened. Thought and edited by Achille Bonito Oliva at the Certosa, the main theme of this year, after the previous two – “Il Verbo” and “Il Precetto” – is the one of the “Vanitas”.

The exhibition is promoted by Superintendente of Salerno and Avellino with the financing of Regione Campania, with the contribute from the general direction for architecture and Contemporary art and from la Provincia di Salerno, in collaboration with: Comune di Padula; Comunità Montana Vallo di Diano; Parco Nazionale del Cilento e Vallo di Diano; it is also realized thanks to the co-financing of the Europe Union.

Also this year, Le Opere e i Giorni takes part of the Annuals of Arts, a project promoted by La Regione Campania, directed by Achille Bonito Oliva and edited by Eduardo Cicelyn.

On the 29 may 2004 the artist will be given a cell of the Certosa, in wich they are invited to elaborate a work with different kind of expressions, able to represent a thematic linked to the fakeness of things and to the passing of time, which are two fundamental elements of the concept of Vanitas.

As for the other two last editions, the cells of the monks will be transformed in “ateliers” where the artist accomodate themselves and re-live a sort of monkish life, in order to create their works in accordance with their different artistic attitudes and expressions: painting, photography, video, performance, installation, music, direction, dance, theatre, poetry and prose.

Also this year the works are located in different spaces of the Certosa: granariy, kithchen, ovens, cantines, cloister, portica, Monumental main stairs, Sala del Capitolo, church and chapels.

The finality of the triennial is to make the art works become part of the patrimony of the Certosa in order to form a permanent collection of contemporary art, nucleus of the new CO.RE museum, a synergy between the Regione Campania and the Superintendence of Salerno and Avellino.

The reflectionthat stands behind the concept of Vanitas is part of the everyday life of the monks and can be considered the fondumental value of the mystic existance.

The way of saying of the benedettian monks “ora et labora” becomes therefore “ora et elabora”.

Achille Bonito Oliva comments: “The Vanitas is a concept very well represented in contemporary art. The artists of the past have given us unique works that preserve still now a big actuality”.

With the imminent institution of CO.RE museum the project of the Superintendance is to promote contemporary art in public museums and historical buildings, places where antique was shown in the past.

The superintendance of Salerno and Avellino affirms that: “this project encloses the Certosa in the circuit of monumental spaces – museums, galleries, art centers and foundations, which make the extraordinary contemporary creativity live.”

The main theme of the exhibition is the “momento mori” which, as Maria Giovanna Sessa says, the director of the Certosa, “is the warning that resounds in antique spaces of the Certosa and that reveals itself in every decoration and artistic representation”:

On june 18th at 7 pm RAM (Radio Arte Mobile) will be transmitted, which is conceived by Zerynthia, and is about the theme of “Vanitas”, with radiophonic interviews between Rome, Prague, Paris and Athens. During the three opening days special events will be performed. In a world-wide preview there will be a projection of the Paul Morrissey’s film “Vanitas – Veruschka, a woman’s poetry”, interpreted by the famous model and actress Veruschka, who will realize a preformance. Franco Scaldati, with the performance “Grazia” proposes a kind of “theatre-non-theatre”, witnessed by his body and his voice. Alvin Curran makes a concert-performance linked to the idea of the “sonorous portrait”. Patrizia Cavalli, who winned the italian prize “Viareggio Prize for poetry”, will read poems taken from the collection “Always open theatre”, in the silence of the church.

Also this year there will be the opening of the section dedicated to the architecture of the gardens: “Ortus Artis”, edited by Achille Bonito Oliva, and organized by the Superintendence and the berliner Studio.eu. This exhibition makes the admiration of the realized projects possible, in the gardens and in the monks’ cells, created by contemporary international architects, respecting the artists’ works. A particular attention is devoted to the re-using of the historical gardens. The architects invited to work in the gardens are: Henri Bava, France; Bet Figueras, Spain; Guido Hager, Switzerland; Joao Ferreira Nunes, Portugal; Stefan Tisher, Germany.

Near the new works it will be possible to see the gardens created for the preceding edition by Atelier le Balto, France; Victor Beiramar Diniz, Portugal; Helene Hölzl, Italy; Topotek 1, Germany; West 8, Holland.

It will also be realized the garden projected by the students of the Architecture Faculty of the University “La Sapienza” in Rome, winner of the work-shop last year. The garden becomes the main object of practisings in september, during the work-shop reserved to the students of ten italian and foreigner universities. The exhibition is completed by an international convention about the theme of the “landscape”, edited by Paola Capone. 

Gennaro Miccio, the keeper of the Padula’s Certosa, says: “This year Ortus Artis gives attention not only to the projectual problems of the contemporary garden, but also to the main themes of the landscape and its changes”.

Le Opere e i Giorni gives to the Certosa back its role of cultural, social and economical centre of the territory, and allows to create an everlasting collection of contemporary art, with the works that the artists will leave in the monumental building.

The “making of” the exhibition is documented by a video of Pappi Corsicato, and through the photographs of Giulio Buono Studio Blu. Co-ordinator of the exhibition is Giuliana Picarelli.

For the end of the year a catalogue edited by Achille Bonito Oliva will be published by SKIRA,and it will include all the three editions of the artists’ works.
