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Biography of Giuliana Cunéaz
Giuliana Cunéaz (Aosta, 1959) lives and works in Aosta and Milan.

A graduate of the Turin Fine Arts Academy, she uses all artistic media, including video installation, sculpture, photography, painting and screen painting, a technique that she developed herself.

Since the early 90s she began research in which plastics combine with video experimentation. She was one of the first artists to work on 3D stereoscopic images, a method that she has used since 2003.

Giuliana Cunéaz started to present her works in top public and private spaces in Italy and internationally in the early 90s. She took part in the Videoformes Festival in 1991, 1993 and 1996. In 1994 she took part in the São Paulo Art Biennial in Brazil. In 2002 she exhibited at the National Museum of Contemporary Art, Bucharest. Her works were presented at the Revoltella Museum, in Trieste, in 1995; in 2000 at the Pecci Museum, in Prato, and at Torre del Lebbroso, in Aosta. In 2002 she took part in Exit, in the Fondazione Sandretto Re Rebaudengo space in Turin. In 2004 she participated at the Turin preview of the Rome Quadriennale. In 2008 she took part in the Tina B. Festival, in Prague, and at the 3rd Youniverse Seville Biennial. In 2009 she exhibited at PAV, Contemporary Art Centre in Turin and took part in the Corpi, Automi, Robot collective at the Lugano Art Museum. In 2010 she exhibited at Nuovissimo Arsenale, in Venice, as part of the Tina B. Project for the Architecture Biennial. In 2011 she was invited to the Premio Maretti, at the Pecci Museum in Prato and she took part in the Principia Stanze e Sostanze delle Arti Prossime exhibition in Piazza Duomo, Milan. In 2012 she participated in the Pelle di Donna, Identità e Bellezza tra Arte e Scienza exhibition, at the Triennal, in Milan, and later at the 1st International Biennial Project Daejeon 2012: Energy at Daejon in Korea. In 2012 she was one of the protagonists at Invideo in Milan and in 2013 at the Videoformes Festival in Clermont-Ferrand.
