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Biography

Luisa Menazzi Moretti was born in Udine in 1964. She moved with her family to the United States when she was thirteen; she was educated in Texas, first in College Station where she attended the high school and then in Houston for part of her academic education. She got her degree at the Bradford School of Business; during those years, she began cultivating her passion for photography; she attended many courses, favouring printing and black and white development. She then got back to Europe, got her MA in Modern Foreign Languages and Literatures, worked in London and, after three years, she moved to Italy, where she began teaching English. She lived in Udine, Bologna, Rome, Naples and Venice. 

Her first solo exhibition, Magic Mirror, opened in Naples in May 2012 with the guardianship of Denis Curti. The exhibition would then be presented in Palermo, Bologna and Venice. In the same month, Luisa Menazzi Moretti partecipated to the collective exhibition Obiettivo la Ricerca, organised by Ail in Rome and, with one work, she took part to the exhibition of Italo Zannier, La Sfida della Fotografia. In March 2013 she partecipated at the event Art Night Out, organised by Affordable Art Fair for Ail in Milan. The following May her new project Words was presented at MIA Art Fair Milano 2013: the works would then be showed in June at the Spazio Paraggi Gallery in Milan. In the same month, Luisa took part to the collective exhibition of Premio Combat in Livorno as a finalist. Again, in June one of her works was chosen as finalist for the prize Obiettivo Venezia. At the end of 2013 and the beginning of 2014 Luisa partecipates at two collective exhibitions hosted at the Spazio Farini6 Gallery in Milan; Holidays Pictures and They Call it Winter.  She also inaugurated her second solo exhibition, Words, as collateral event of the literature festival Pordenonelegge at the Contemporary and Modern Art Gallery Parco2  in Pordenone;  the following month her solo show moved to the Tina Modotti  Public Gallery in Udine.  In April  2014 Luisa, with the guardianship of Fortunato D’Amico, opens her third solo project ConTemporaryNature: Things of Nature at the Modern Art Gallery of Genua.  Her works are part of the collection of Friuladria - Crèdit Agricole, The Chamber of Commerce of Udine, James Edward Maloney (Houston), Italo Zannier and other private collections.
