Biography 
Maria Cristina Carlini
The sculptress Maria Cristina Carlini began to work with ceramic in the early 1970s in Palo Alto, California, and after that expressed herself using different materials, such as stoneware, iron, corten steel, wood and resin. Her artistic career holds many solo and group exhibitions in several public and private venues, nationally and internationally, and her monumental sculptures are permanently on display on three continents: Europe - Italy (Rome, Milan, Cosenza, Loreto, Reggio Calabria, Varese), America (Denver, Miami) and Asia (Beijing, Shangai, Jinan, Rongcheng - Shandong, Tianjin).

Among her most important exhibitions are the solo one at the Rocca di Angera (Varese) in 1983, the group exhibition at the Grand Palais in Paris in 1992 presented by Elena Pontiggia, the exhibition at the monumental complex of Palazzo Reale in Turin curated by Carlo Franza in 2005, the solo exhibition at the Central Archive of the State in Rome in 2006 - on the occasion of which the sculpture Fortezza (Fortress) was permanently displayed - and in 2008 the exhibition at the Palazzo del Senato - Archive of the State in Milan curated by Gillo Dorfles. 

Later, in 2009, she exhibited her monumental sculptures in Paris in the streets of the old town center in the exhibition curated by Luciano Caramel entitled “Sculptures dans la ville”; in the same year the main streets and squares of Madrid hosted her works with an exhibition by Gillo Dorfles. 

Between 2010 and 2011 she was in Beijing at the Forbidden City with the solo exhibition “Colloquio tra giganti” (Conversation amongst Giants ) and, on the occasion of the IV Art Biennial, she exhibited at the NAMOC National Art Museum of China and her work Le Danzatrici (The Dancers) became part of the permanent collection of the Museum. Soon after, she exhibited in People’s Square in Shanghai and the work Legami (Links) was permanently exhibited in the Sculpture Park. In the same years she was invited in Miami and Denver where, ended the exhibitions, three sculptures were permanently located. 
The last years saw her as a protagonist at the Fondazione Mudima and Fondazione Stelline in Milan (2012/2013) with an important solo exhibition on the occasion of which the artist’s monograph, curated by Flaminio Gualdoni, was presented; in 2013 the Castello Reale di Govone (Cuneo) hosted her anthological exhibition “Fare secondo natura” (Making according to nature) curated by Martina Corgnati; between 2013 and 2014 she was among the artists of the exhibition “Wunderkammer. Arte, Natura, Meraviglia ieri e oggi” (Wunderkammer. Art, Nature, Wonder of yesterday and today) curated by Lavinia Galli and Martina Mazzotta at the Gallerie d’Italia (Milan) and in 2014, during the Italian semester of EU Presidency, she exhibited at the Italian Cultural Institutes of Cologne, Strasbourg and Zagreb.
On the occasion of Expo 2015 two monumental works were permanently exhibited: La nuova città che sale (The new rising city) at Fiera Milano Rho, presented by Philippe Daverio at the Triennale di Milano, and Vento (Wind) at the Parco dell’Arte at Idroscalo (Milan).  
In 2016 she took part in the Milan Design Week at Superstudio Più with the never seen before monumental sculpture Obelisco (Obelisk), made in corten steel and salvaged wood.   
Several publications have marked the artistic career of Maria Cristina Carlini. Many important critics wrote about her, such as: Luciano Caramel, Claudio Cerritelli, Martina Corgnati, Gillo Dorfles, Carlo Franza, Flaminio Gualdoni, Paolo Levi, Yakouba Konaté, Elena Pontiggia.
