China welcomes the artist Maria Cristina Carlini with her monumental sculptures in moments of great importance.

The first meeting is scheduled to take place in Beijing on March 3rd, in the prestigious headquarters of the Italian Embassy, where, on the occasion of the celebrations for the 40th anniversary of the diplomatic relations between Italy and China signed in the Chinese capital in 1970, the monumental sculpture Wayfarers (Viandanti) (2009, corten steel, 400x250x140 cm) will be inaugurated. The ceremony will take place in the presence of the Ambassador of Italy in Beijing, Mr. Riccardo Sessa, and of the Director of the Italian Cultural Institute, Mrs. Barbara Alighieri.
The work, placed outside the space in front of the embassy, will remain on display permanently.

From March 17th to April 10th Maria Cristina Carlini will exhibit in the imperial complex of the Forbidden City in Beijing, which for the first time ever welcomes works of a contemporary sculptor. The imposing sculptures exhibited, in perfect harmony with the surrounding environment, are amongst the most representative of the artist’s production: Out & In (iron, 200x185x400 cm), Literature (Letteratura) (corten steel, 300x400 cm), Ties (Legami) (corten steel and lead, 470x280x270 cm), Fortress (Fortezza) (steel, 440 h - 500 Ø cm).
For this particular occasion, the municipality of Beijing is publishing a book entirely devoted to the sculptress, including critical texts by Guo Xiao Chuan and Vincenzo Sanfo.

On March 8th, Shanghai will be in turn the background where the sculptress’s works will be housed, in the framework of the exhibition organized by the Women's Day International Association, to be held in the prestigious Convention Art Center: here Maria Cristina Carlini will be Italy’s representative with her splendid bronze version of the Victory of Samothrace (Vittoria di Samotracia).
