During the Venice Biennale of Architecture, Spazio Thetis is hosting the personal exhibition “Marica Moro. Genesis second day”, curated by Fortunato D’Amico on the subject of regeneration involving Man, Nature and architecture.
For the occasion the artist has created the monumental sculpture Genesis 2 that represents a human being emerging from a flowerpot to recall the birth of Man from Mother Earth’s womb and consequently his/her indissoluble link with her. For this work Marica Moro makes use of natural elements like clay, water and resin, in which colours play a symbolic role:  blue, at the base of the pot, stands for water – the element in which life has its origins; this merges with red and brown –  symbolizing earth – and with yellow and green – colours the artist associates with life. 

Man is rendered in yellow ochre pigments that are reminiscent of  light, sun and movement and indicate human activity, its link with nature and its fundamental role in the evolution of society and architecture.
The large sculpture-pot Genesis 2 (cm h.300 x cm 145 Ø), placed in the spacious garden, establishes a communication with the adjoining work by Michelangelo Pistoletto, Terzo Paradiso - Coltivare la città; both works share the theme of the regeneration of Man in order to devise the creation of a city founded on a new relationship between Earth and architecture. 

Pistoletto’s work is characterized by a three-circle structure recalling the mathematical infinity sign and develops in a large vegetable garden whose cultivation involves children, old people and associations. Marica Moro’s sculpture emphasizes the need to promote a new interaction between Nature and human activity for a social and technological development based on ethical values.

The juxtaposition of the two works by Marica Moro and Michelangelo Pistoletto at Spazio Thetis is carrying on the artistic dialogue which began in 2014 during Milan Furniture Fair (Salone del Mobile 2014) with the creation of a big urban vegetable garden on the roof of Superstudio Più that interacts with a large flowerpot containing a human being, as a metaphor for the coming of a humanity tied to Nature and relying on cooperation and participation.
At Spazio Thetis Marica Moro is laying once again the stress on the concept of genesis as a need to go back to Man’s origins, in order to restore the strong bond and the balance between Man and Earth for a positive evolution that is projected into the future.

These themes are always present in the artist’s creative reflection and are expressed in her works through the experimentation of different languages, ranging from painting to drawing, from sculpture to video art, to installations. 
BIOGRAPHY

Marica Moro was born in Milan. She graduated at the Brera School of Fine Arts in Milan.

She taught art in private and municipal schools in Milan. She also organized different workshops about art and nature and she took part in many exhibitions in Italy and abroad. She lives and works in Milan. In 2010 she participated in “Water and biodiversity” in collaboration with Galleria 10.2! and Visionlab Bovisa Triennale of Milan and in “Culture Nature”, curated by Alessandra Coppa and Fortunato D'Amico, a collateral event to the Biennale of Architecture in Venice. That year, in collaboration with Paolo Pini Art Museum, she also produced a sculptural installation at Niguarda Ca 'Granda Hospital, sponsored by Gobbetto.

In 2011 the artist participated in the Garden Festival “Green Street” in Monza, curated by Alessandra Coppa, in “012 Proethic Prophetic Poetics” at Porta Nuova train station in Turin and in the exhibition “Designer in 3D” at the Triennale Bovisa, where she exposed her monumental work Genesis, which was later displayed in Lissone Museum of Contemporary Art in 2012.

In 2013 the artist was present at the Genova Modern Art Gallery with the personal exhibition “Semiequi”, curated by Fortunato D’Amico and Maria Flora Giubilei; at the Aquarium of Milan (Expo days) with the large personal exhibition “Water in Genesis”, curated by Elena di Raddo, where she also organized educational workshops and talks on the subject of water and the environment;  and was invited to participate in the exhibition of the Thetis collection at Spazio Thetis 106, a collateral event to the 55th International Art Exhibition in Venice. 

In 2014 the installation Kitchengarden was selected within the conference-contest “New garden for the City life”, organized by the international magazine PAYSAGE, which took place in Rimini; in the same year the artist participated in “Figura Aqua” curated by Alessia Locatelli and Mariarosa Pividori at the Ex-Fornace municipal space in Milan and in “Superortopiù”, curated by Fortunato D’Amico in collaboration with Cittadellarte of Michelangelo Pistoletto in the premises of Superstudio Più in Milan.
