Spazio Tadini in Milan presents from February 21st to March 12th 2013 the solo exhibition of Laura Zeni. Indian pattern, curated by Fortunato D’Amico.

The exhibition outlines the artistic figure of Laura Zeni and her poetics through various works, mostly on paper and canvas, including many works on display for the first time ever as well as some other works that she created specifically for the occasion, including some medium and large size diptychs and triptychs.

The result is an interesting journey where you meet her typical heads containing different thoughts to represent the multiplicity of individuals, situations and stages of our life. 

The heads alternate with moving bodies and stylized shapes composed of geometric elements that are repeated and intertwined in very dense compositions that evoke “weaves” of the past, but also weaves of the present, within a poetic vision made of reflections from which also emerges a playful aspect. 

We are led to think by the work entitled Trame (Weaves), consisting of a large paper collage triptych made ​​of newspaper clippings in which many words and phrases create dense geometric shapes that seem to send coded messages.
In the work entitled Il soffio della ballerina (The Breath of the Dancing Girl) - 2013, an acrylic triptych on canvas-backed paper, 140x300 cm - the 1,000 dancers dance like clouds that change shape during their movement.

The accuracy in every detail and balanced surfaces are accompanied by an alternation of full and empty spaces, recalling the textures of some tissues, and in particular the Indian patterns, both in works characterized by a combination of bright colours as in those of the Coral series and in the works calibrated on shades of gray.

The creativity of Laura Zeni’s works runs along the thread of immaterial patterns that become concrete lines, which give shape to her concepts and artistic expression, at times positively obsessive. Actually, a constant reference in Laura Zeni’s career is her attention to spiritual and religious areas of, full of history and traditions from different countries. 

Her research draws on ancestral, ancient matrices which combine with the contemporary world, giving rise to creations in harmony with the topicality as well as with new compositional forms, related to the sensitivity of each of us. It is precisely this sensitivity to be referred to in works depicting: heads - the place where thoughts and emotions arise - and bodies – the expression of ourselves and of becoming.

The exhibition is accompanied by a small catalogue with text by Fortunato D'Amico.

The book “Laura Zeni. Illuminazioni” (“Laura Zeni. Enlightenments”), published by SKIRA, will be presented on the occasion of the opening ceremony.
Bio
Laura Zeni was born in Milan in 1962. She attended the Brera Academy under the guidance of Raffaele De Grada. After completing her studies, she worked for a short time at the publishing house De Agostini as well as at some companies as a designer, cultivating her passion for art and design. 

Since the 1980s until today, she has taken part in several exhibitions and trade fairs in various Italian cities. In parallel with her pictorial works, in the 1990s Laura Zeni began to create artist’s books, jewellery and home furnishings. In January 2007, she participated as a guest in the group of RistorArte, at the Macef, where she was known and appreciated for the originality of her creations. With the team of RistorArte she also realized, in October 2007, the artist’s book entitled “Il mondo di Will” (“Wills’ World”), which was presented in Milan. In April 2008, she was at the fair ‘Fuori Salone del Mobile’ with Jannelli & Volpi. In 2010 was released by the publishing house Italia Press Edizioni the book “Un cuore a quattro zampe” (“A heart on all fours”), presented at the Press Club. In September 2012, on the occasion of the fair ‘White’, she opened the solo exhibition “Laura Zeni. Illuminazioni”(“Laura Zeni. Enlightenments”), curated by Fortunato D'Amico, at the MyOwnGallery of Superstudiopiù in Milan, accompanied by a comprehensive catalogue published by Skira. In November 2012 she realized, at the historic Sala Colonne (Hall of Columns) in the premises of Banca Intermobiliare, in Via Meravigli (Milan), the solo exhibition “Laura Zeni… che Meraviglia!” (“Laura Zeni ... How Wonderful!”), followed in February 2013 by the solo exhibition “Laura Zeni. Indian Pattern”, at the Spazio Tadini gallery in Milan, both curated by Fortunato D'Amico. In March she participates to a collective show entitled “Be on the move. Il movimento del corpo e della mente” presso at Macs – Mazda Con-Temporary Space in Milan and to the review “Arte da mangiare” (“Art to eat”) in the cloisters of Umanitaria in Milan.
