International artists are confronted with different expressive media on the theme of insects populating the ancient Casa Dugnani with tiny and huge creations.

Casa Dugnani Gallery, a mansion dating from the 15th and 16th  centuries, immersed in the greenery of Robecco Sul Naviglio, near Milan, presents from May 4th to June 2nd the group exhibition “Insetti” / “Insects”, through the creations of seven international artists, namely: Jessica Carroll, Diane Didier, Lili Fischer, Clemen Parrocchetti, Giovanni Tamburelli, Arlette Vermerein and Job Versteeg. Each artist presents his own interpretation and reproduction, achieved in an original way, of an extremely diversified world, characterized by endless forms and colours, whose undisputed protagonists are insects. 
These sculptures and installations are made ​​with different materials: from bronze to iron, from marble to wood, from paper to fabric, from plastic to various recycled materials.
The exhibition begins in the park in front of the house, where you are welcomed by a gigantic honeycomb made ​​of bronze, created by Jessica Carroll, whose imposing size reach no less than two metres in diameter. The artist turns her attention to the world of combs and bees, like those you can admire in the dedicated inner room, where her sculptures of bees carved out of white marble are on display. 
In the entrance hall there are five beautiful crane flies suspended in the air moving gently - created by Lili Fischer - with immense paper wings supported by a lightweight iron structure. In her artist’s works we often encounter insects, which have been devoted deep study and research, whose actual sizes are multiplied, in an absolutely macroscopic view of the whole. Witness the in site installation specially created for the occasion, whose elements – reproduced in scale – exceed four metres. Fischer pays particular attention to moths, which – hung on the walls – create a dialogue with the huge crane flies above.
Very different materials and media are used by Giovanni Tamburelli, who in his representations of insects, small in size, prefers iron and bronze. These creatures climb on the walls and books, thereby creating a somewhat disturbing atmosphere. Next to the swarming of these little beings are placed Clemen Parrocchetti’s moths. The artist, fascinated by moths – which she has thoroughly investigated - presents them in an extraordinary way, through works with an iron core covered with gauzes and coloured cotton yarns, with lay emphasis on a remarkable imagination expressed ​​by chromatic contrast. 

The exhibition continues in the underground gallery where you are projected into an enchanted space that recalls the mysterious northern woods and the insects that inhabit them. Voice is to this environmental cross-section is given by the works of northern European artists: Diane Didier, Arlette Vermeiren, Job Versteeg. Walking down the stairs, a background sound in crescendo introduces us to Job Versteeg’s installation, characterized by the projection on the vault and walls of moving insects. He is also the creator of the sculptures placed on the walls: insects of various shapes and sizes made of wood and iron. 

The long “network” by Arlette Vermeiren that runs throughout the gallery, spun by hand with extra light paper and supported by a plastic structure, represents a huge spider web in which you stylized spiders can be seen.
A strong impact is made by the colourful insects by Diane Didier, made ​​with textile and recycled paper material - candy wrappers, tissue paper used for flowers - that populate the niche, making the environment extremely lively.
