Agnellini Arte Moderna Gallery is pleased to present a new and important exhibition centered around the eclectic figure of Jim Dine, one of the main protagonists of the American art movement of the 1960’s. 
The exhibition, curated by Dominique Stella, aims to investigate the main themes faced by Dine that made him a pioneer first, of the Happenings, afterwards one of the main exponent of Pop Art, then of the American Realism till the definitive landing, during the 80’s, to the Expressionism. 
The show is composed of 25 works, including both oil and acrylic paintings, bronze and wooden sculptures, and a variety of techniques that accurately reflects  the different approaches employed by this artist to analyse  the essential and intimate messages of life.
Jim Dine’s work is deeply rooted in a state of artistic turmoil characterizing the American culture of the 60’s. The world during that period was discovering consumerism, advertising and the frenzy attached to the purchasing of objects. In this atmosphere of unbridled materialism, Jim Dine followed a trajectory based on his feeling of belonging to a certain tradition. His sources of inspiration are characterised by intimacy and emotion, dimensions towards which he has oriented his work since the very start.
The expositive path leads the visitors straight to the language of feelings and emotions that made Jim Dine famous from the beginning; such as Hearts, Venus, Birds and Gowns.
The show presented by Agnellini Arte Moderna highlights Dine's affection to the emblematic figure of Pinocchio, “The Grey Shirt (Böras)”, and he feels that “The idea of a talking stick becoming a boy [is] like a metaphor for art, and it’s the ultimate alchemical transformation.”
Another pivotal subject matter in this phase lies in the object of gown, icon of Venusian femininity, example of existence and fertility (this latter clearly embodied by the two sculptures “The Solo Venus” and “Night in the Room”).
The male clothes becomes the symbol of masculine confidence and reflect  the image of the artist, aware of creating simultaneously a personal and an existential identity.
Dine once said: “ I thought that the gown looks like me and I felt that that would be my symbol”. Accordingly, the show displays different works of art depicting gowns, in particular “A Sea of Blood” and “The Crack at Dawn”.
As often noticed by other artists, even Dine used subject to allow the representation of himself and to unveil the subconscious.
The unveiling of the deepest part of the being is often portrayed in Dine’s art by compositions containing parrots, hearts and monkeys– Colorful Parrot at Home and Ape and Cat (The Swoon).
Dominique Stella, curator of the exhibition claimed : “Jim Dine belongs to a generation of American artists who won themselves unprecedented fame during the 1960s. They conquered the international art world with stunning assurance and casualness. They left their mark on history through the force of their analysis of the society in which they lived. Jim Dine's work arose from its foundation in a dynamic world experiencing complete revolution”.
The show is supported by the catalogue with texts in two languages, Italian and English, by Dominique Stella, Claude Lorent e Gérard-Georges Lemaire, Professor at Accademia belle Arti di Brera, edited by Agnellini Arte Moderna.
