From 5 March to 10 April the evocative Pinacoteca Comunale of Gaeta (City Gallery of Gaeta) hosts the anthological exhibition “Furenti Tropici. Dim Sampaio tra segni e colori in tempesta/Raging Tropics. Dim Sampaio within stormy signs and colours” curated by Pietro Bellasi and Alessandro Sarteanesi.
With the patronage of the Lazio Region, the Province of Latina, the Council of Gaeta and the Embassy of Brazil, the exhibition has been organized by Magonza Editore and promoted by the Pinacoteca of Gaeta: it offers to the public a group of 50 works by Dim Sampaio, made between 2003 and 2015 among which there are many never seen before pieces. 
The works on display - made by using different techniques, from acrylics to inks, from oils to pastels, from enamels to tar, and mostly large sized such as Ordine e Ferocia/Order and Brutality, 250x350cm, or Corpi/Bodies, 135x335cm - express the creative strength and  energy typical of the Brazilian artist, who relocated to Italy. In Sampaio's art the typical elements of European expressionism coexist next to enigmatic, charismatic, and primordial elements that are linked to the pre-Columbian magic rituals of his native country. The vibrant colours and the importance of the act of painting emerge from his canvases as erupting mixtures, signs, spots and sprays that highlight the vitality and violence in his art.
The indisputable originality of his art has been described by the curator Pietro Bellasi as follows: “In regard to Dim Sampaio's painting, the art historians - with their typical neurosis and arrogant need for classification - will talk about ‘extreme Expressionism’ and also ‘Fauvism’ as well as ‘CoBrA atmosphere’; also of ‘Art brut’, Dubuffet, ‘Pop’, ‘Graffitism’ and Basquiat. Probably that is all very plausible, but one risks to diminish the essential, what makes Sampaio's painting original, an aggressive and unexpected novelty; its quality of ‘homeless’ poetic spontaneity, a creative explosion that undoes and demolishes many established categories”.

The exhibition is accompanied by a catalogue by Magonza Editore.
