The solo exhibition “MUD. Aldo Salucci”, curated by Massimiliano Bisazza, will be on display at Statuto13, Contemporary Art Gallery, from the 27th April to the 9th May 2017 showing a selection of never seen before photographic artworks.

The artist dedicates his works on display to water, a recurring theme which is dear to his artistic view: they are photo shots of large size (122x182cm). The natural element is captured in close up shots and is mostly bound to the representation of seabeds, which  are a metaphor for the subconscious, from which feelings and intimate meanings emerge.
In Aldo Salucci's works what is evident is a special attention to light and colour, which vary from one extreme to the other, from bright and sparkly colours to dark hues, typical of depths. Indeed the title “MUD” refers to the latter, it hints at muddy and dark seabeds in opposition to crystal-clear waters, in a close similarity with the moods of life.

The intensity of the images takes the visitor into dreamy and introspective atmospheres, where the smallest detail acquires a meaningful significance: it makes a connection with sensations and personal experiences and, at the same time, creates the possibility of countless interpretations.

This is clear in Stromboli, a photograph extremely powerful, with bright red colours that through small volcanic stones and strips of light describe an atmosphere, an experience imprinted in the artist's soul. Topazio azzurro e giallo/Light blue and yellow topaz the jagged seabed turns its colours through small sand grains, that mix and go from one hue to the other, as if they were mirroring the changes of an inner landscape.
Also, there are clear references to the real world, which is always filtered through a thin layer of water as in Montagne estive/Summer mountains, where through a sort of satellite view one can discern a mountain landscape or in Ponza’s flowers, where amaranth spots remind the viewer of a carpet of flowers laid on a lawn.

Talking about the theme of the exhibition, the curator Massimiliano Bisazza says: “Well, water is always a source of life, but it can also hide some secrets that as such are private and confidential, where the artist's creative skill is shown in his ability to portray so many hues, rich in lyricism and reinterpretations, which are creative, imaginative or... tied to his own experiences”.
