From 21 April to 27 May the Deodato Arte Gallery of Milan welcomes the exhibition “Athos Faccincani. I giardini segreti/Athos Faccincani. The secret gardens” with a collection of more than thirty paintings, among which there is a series of never seen before works made for the occasion and dedicated to the gardens of Milan. 

Bright colours, canvases inundated with light, the search in nature for serenity and the peace of mind, all characterize the creative universe of Athos Faccincani, who favours landscapes as the main subjects of his art.

On display there are seven never seen before works, that are oil on canvas, of views of Milan through idyllic glimpses of large green areas, among which there are the Sempione Park, the Lambro Park, and little distinctive corners such as in Tulipani e luce nel Giardino di Villa Reale/Tulips and light in the Garden of Villa Reale. The artist pays homage to the city by depicting some of its most evocative locations through bursts of colour - especially in I Giardini della Guastalla e i colori dell’autunno/The Gardens of Guastalla and the colours of autumn -, and offers the visitor exotic views as in the Garden of Villa Invernizzi, which is inhabited by pink flamingos.

Faccincani's art is an invitation to discover the beauty of everyday life and reveals the artist's will to fight against the tragic events of life. This attitude represents a turn in his artistic vision, which in the 1970s was characterized by a style close to expressionism, where he used gloomy hues to expose, that were linked to his deep interest in difficult social realities like psychiatric hospitals and prisons. From the 1980s his artistic research turned to colour and light, and in his works hints at impressionist paintings are thus distinguishable. This turn comes from his need to express feelings of joy, born from his classical subjects, among which there are the canvases of landscapes from Positano, Santorini, Portofino, Venice and of sunrises. From these sunrises what becomes obvious is the artist's fascination with the Mediterranean Sea and its exuberance.

For example in Portofino con campanelle/Portofino with trumpet flowers, where the seaside village is surrounded by lush greenery embellished with flowers, and in Alba accattivante in Provenza/Captivating Dawn in Provence, which is wrapped up in a serene atmosphere as if to state a positive view of the world.

Short biography

Athos Faccincani was born in Peschiera del Garda in 1951. Already during his childhood he proved to have a strong interest in art, which increased during his teen years by working as an apprentice in the studios of many artists. In 1971 he had his first solo exhibition.

Later his exhibitions were hosted in prestigious venues across Italy, Europe (Hamburg, London, Madrid, Monaco, Montecarlo, Moscow, Paris, Sofia, Vienna, Zurich), the United States (Chicago, Los Angeles, New York, San Francisco) and Asia (Dubai, Hong Kong, Singapore, Tokyo).  

Worth mentioning are the anthological exhibitions at the European Parliament of Strasburg, at the Vittoriano in Rome, at Palazzo della Gran Guardia in Verona and the solo exhibitions at the Sforza Castle of Vigevano (Pavia), and Dell’Ovo Castle and Palazzo delle Arti PAN in Naples.

Deodato Arte is a contemporary art gallery with venues in Milan, Hong Kong and Brusino Arsizio (Switzerland). Founded in 2010, Deodato Arte boasts a large collection of works by contemporary and historically established artists. Since 2013, in addition to dealing with internal exhibitions and projects, the gallery has been focusing on taking part in national and international shows, especially in Asia.
