Following an intense period of research aimed at the symbol of love Angelo Cruciani exhibits at MA-EC - Milan Art & Events Center, the first Chinese gallery for contemporary art in Italy, from 2 until 31st of July 2015 , the exhibition "LOVVISM. Love is in fashion".
Angelo’s art works offer a strong message using a variety of styles and techniques: from oil painting to ink, paintings using items of clothing, from installation to street art.
These works are rich in symbols which interact with the heart: numbers, money, letters, geometric shapes; a contrast of different inspirations which generate new perspectives and broaden the horizon of interpretation. Next to these one can admire various flags, made with the dripping technique, including those of America, China, Israel, where the stars are replaced by hearts in order to spread a message of love.
Near the paintings there are also a dozen items of men's clothing, unique pieces relating to the performance of Cruciani for Pitti in January 2015: uniforms of soldiers reinventing the concept of the army as the artist creates an unusual look where Love becomes a Dictatorship (from the War aesthetic he mixes the heart symbol everywhere).
To strengthen collective action to image, Angelo collaborated with the photographer Manuel Scrima, with whom he made six works present at this exhibition: the cooperation operas allow us to cross spiritual canonical iconography and processes to give them a new meaning (Saint Gral, Khali, Venus). 
With the exhibition "LOVVISM. Love is in fashion" Angelo Cruciani interacts with the public to reinvent stereotypes and drive the imagination to the idea that the world is made of love.
In previous exhibitions the artist had focused his attention on the social relationship with the figure of Jesus Christ, works of moral ethical complaint until the last exhibition “Apokalypse” of 2010 which marked the end of a period of expressive restlessness. In 2012 Angelo Cruciani began a new artistic vision: the exploration of the symbol of love as communicative energy, from which have arisen spontaneous installations, street art, flash mobs, performances, fashion, paintings. This exhibition is the sign of a moment of transition in which Cruciani draws on the source of the solutions found in Love, where interest is directed towards the communication of the message, and technique and language are not given priority. The artist says: "My works are not painted with love but 'made with' the love. I often wonder if love were the rule and replaced the fears of our ego, how would our lives be today? The heart for me is the essence upon which I build the image, it is the ability to become invisible matter. This symbol changes the matrix, the heart becomes pixels which builds the aesthetics”.
For Cruciani love is a reality in a virtual life, worldwide a heart media invasion is taking place, a signal of a collective desire for sweetness and humanization. The artist looks for a strong connection with the cosmos through the practice of silence in the knowledge that this leads to the purity of love.
Short biography 

Angelo Cruciani, born in Urbino (Italy) has lived between Europe and Asia since 1999. From an early age he is fascinated by two different worlds: art and fashion. In 1997, he moves to Rome where he starts working for several brands like: Energie, Phard, Miss Sixty, Piero Guidi, Refrigiwear, Murphy & Nye. Progressively he is involved in more personal collections among which there are Misael and the French brand Beauvillon, of which he currently is the creative director. 

His artistic career begins in 2006 with the street art project entitled "Street Jesus" portraying the image of Jesus Christ and exhibited in 33 locations scattered across Europe, the U.S. and China. 
Gradually, he begins to shift his interest towards the art world with a series of solo and group exhibitions in Italy.

In Milan, in 2007 the exhibition "Save Your Angel " is supported by Vittorio Sgarbi, Philippe Daverio and Tinto Brass. In 2010, his exhibition "Apokalypse" is promoted by Amnesty International for the humanism of his art.

Present Contemporary Art

Present Contemporary Art is the company that owns three enterprises active in the art field: MA-EC - Milan Art & Events Center, Present Art Community and Present Art Festival Shanghai. 

Since 2004 Present Contemporary Art has been promoting and endorsing networking with other cultures through its activities next to big Chinese companies in order to offer business consulting solutions by creating occasions for encounters with Western partners that are interested in the art market. 

MA-EC - Milan Art & Events Center is a new enterprise born in 2013, and with 300sqm of space, four expository rooms, three display windows facing Via Lupetta in the heart of Milan, very close to the Cathedral, unites visual arts, design and culture; it is a workshop where to compare experiences, value creativity, develop art projects, organize and create social events, support new synergies and collaborations in a context of communication and promotion. Through the exhibitions MA-EC creates a bridge between East and West under the banner of art and culture. 

The commitment of MA-EC turns to the endorsement and promotion of artists, emerging and famous, in order to be a important reference point for collectors, investors and enthusiasts. Special attention must be reserved to the site-specific projects aiming at getting into contact with the city, and to the building of an innovative net able to connect with the international contemporary art. MA-EC is after all a virtual platform that allows people to always keep up with the most up-to-date trends. 

MA-EC is the venue of the Club di Collezionisti e Mecenati/Club of Collectors and Patrons that aims to promote and spread contemporary art in China and Italy through international cultural exchanges for the creation of a network of business relationships.
