On Tuesday, 3 July Deodato Arte opens a new venue in Como with the intent of taking to the lake town, which is characterised by great artistic excitement and sensitivity, international artists linked to the pop world, such as Mr. Brainwash, Andy Warhol, Romero Britto, Takashi Murakami and the Italian Marco Lodola. It also aims at promoting and enriching its contents and offer in regard to contemporary art. 
Como is the fourth and new venue of Deodato Arte in Lombardy. It joins the galleries in Via Santa Marta n. 6 and Via Nerino n. 2, - part of the circuit of the 5VIE (5 streets), in the beating heart of the cultural life of Milan -, and the one recently opened in Via Cuneo n. 5, close to the National Theatre and Piazza Piemonte, Milan. Deodato Arte has also been present for several years in Brusino Arsizio, on the Lake of Lugano, Switzerland.  
The exhibition space in Como, located in the very centre of the city, - in the former studio of the artist Mr. Savethewall – also features a small space with a windowpane, not too far away, opposite the evocative deconsecrated Church of Saint Peter in Atrio. 
Como and its lake are places that are already linked to the Gallery and its activities. In addition to Mr. Savethewall, with whom Deodato Arte has recently signed an exclusive rights agreement to facilitate his diffusion abroad, it is also worth mentioning the featuring of the artist from Madrid, José Molina, who works in Gravedona and is well known in the whole area as well as internationally.
The summer and Sunday openings allow the Gallery to meet the public interested in the works, and follow up the various requests, among which there are those coming from the website www.deodato.com, where it is possible to become aware of the offer even before physically seeing the works in the gallery.
In September, there will be the official grand opening of the exhibition space in Via Giovio, even though the Gallery opened earlier on 3 July, Tuesday to Sunday, 11am-2pm and 3pm-7pm.

Deodato Arte is a reality in continuous evolution. Since 2010, it has created synergies with museums, taken part in national and international fairs, and made art prints. It has worked in the art world with an innovative approach and through different channels, from devising and spreading “Deodato Arte Magazine”, addressed to its own collectors, to creating a widespread multimedia presence: www.deodato.gallery, dedicated to the exhibitions and the artists, and www.deodato.com with an exclusive e-commerce service.
