The Deodato Arte gallery launches the new venue in Como with an exhibition dedicated to the artists José Molina and Mr. Savethewall, who present two never seen before collections. Works by Mr. Brainwash, Damien Hirst and Andy Warhol accompany them. The exhibition titled “Collezioni inedite di José Molina e Mr. Savethewall/Unreleased collections by José Molina and Mr. Savethewall” is open from 15 September to 24 October. It launches the rich programme that will take place during the year. The gallery will host emerging contemporary artists, but also historical ones linked especially to the pop world, such as Romero Britto, Marco Lodola and Takashi Murakami. 

José Molina – Como is his adopted home - and Mr. Savethewall, who was born in Como and has always been active in the city with temporary artworks hanged up on walls, are two international artists linked to the territory of Como. They display a series of works that tell of their ways of expression in a sort of distant connection, but at the same time very close due to the depth of their topics. They both convey strong messages, often provoking, to society. 
Una Pregunta cada día/A Question a day is the new collection by José Molina that takes inspiration from Pablo Neruda’s book of questions. It appears like a sort of diary, where each work - made by using grease pencil on paper – represents an eclectic surreal character who next to the others creates an “artistic landscape”, characterized by unusual and quirky subjects. In addition, an evocative and visionary question is associated with each work. To each question, a single answer is not possible, but several ones are.
The artist often puts at the centre of his research man, in his complexity and versatility linked to what he reveals, what he shows and what he is. With exceptional creativity and apparent caricatural style, Molina leads the viewer to a reflection on the human being, on his relationships with the others and the surrounding world, showing a particular attention to feelings, drives and emotions, which are impossible to disregard.
Mr. Savethewall with the never seen before series La fine del mondo/The end of the world, offers the public the representation of the Earth and its continents, made by using stencil and dripping techniques, each work of a different colour, inspired by Lucio Fontana’s works titled “La fine di Dio/The end of God”. The artist debates the delicate theme of death and rebirth, destruction and creation. The egg, which hints at the world, is a representative element, conceived as an imperfect form, not round, but elongated. It is the metaphor of an imminent explosion and of an excruciating situation that is about to cause the end, but at the same time, as a traditional icon, the egg is the symbol of a new life and positivity. Within these canvases, the artist omits the light and funny aspects that characterized Mr. Savethewall’s works. In a straight manner, he expresses a very serious concept that puts the artist up with his experiences, a situation that can be expanded to everyone’s daily life. Tragic events coming in succession let foresee a new beginning, in a cycle where a positive view and the resolution of each negative event dominate.
To complete the exhibition layout, the viewer can admire several works by Mr. Brainwash and some graphic ones by Damien Hirst next to acetates by Andy Warhol.
Deodato Arte’s display space in Como is located in the very centre of the city, in the former studio of the artist Mr. Savethewall that also features a small shop window opposite the suggestive and evocative deconsecrated Church of Saint Peter in Atrio. It is their fourth new venue in Lombardy. In fact it adds up to the galleries in Via Santa Marta, 6 and Via Nerino, 2, which are part of the circuit of the 5vie (five streets), in the beating heart of the Milanese cultural life, and to the recently opened gallery in Via Cuneo, 5 near the National Theatre in Milan. In addition, they have now been present for years in Brusino Arsizio, on the lake of Lugano, Switzerland. 
Deodato Arte displays internationally known emerging and historical artists, among which there are Romero Britto, Marc Chagall, Christo, Damien Hirst, Mr. Brainwash, Takashi Murakami, Pablo Picasso, Andy Warhol and many more.
Since 2010, Deodato Arte, as a reality in continuous evolution, created synergies with museums, took part in national and international fairs, worked in the art world with an innovative approach via different channels. They devise and organise exhibitions, promote artists, and publish “Deodato Arte Magazine”, addressed to their own collectors, and have a widespread multimedia presence thanks to the websites: www.deodato.gallery, dedicated to the exhibitions and the artists; www.deodato.com with an exclusive e-commerce service.
