The new venue for  “LA VOCE DELL’ADDA. LEONARDO E LA CIVILTÀ DELL’ACQUA. Milano, Cremona, Sondrio / THE VOICE OF THE ADDA: Leonardo and the Culture of Water. Milan, Cremona, Sondrio” is Cremona, a city closely linked to the River Adda, which is Fondazione Aem the subject of this exhibition curated by Alberto Martinelli and Fabrizio Trisoglio and open from 16 January to 28 February in the Sala degli Alabardieri in the municipality of Cremona.
During the inauguration on Wednesday 15 January at 18:00, speakers will include the Mayor of Cremona Gianluca Galimberti, the Councillor for Cultural Systems, Youth and Legality Policies for the Municipality of Cremona Luca Burgazzi, the President of Fondazione Aem Alberto Martinelli, the photographer Francesco Radino and the Scientific Director of Fondazione Aem Fabrizio Trisoglio.

This will be followed by the inaugural projection of the important documentary Una città di luce/A City of Light, created by the memoMI association and dedicated to the history of Aem and the illumination of Milan.

This richly cultural and informative exhibition celebrates the 500th anniversary of the death of Leonardo da Vinci, one of the first scientists, intellectuals and artists to recognise the incredible resources of the great river. Photographs reproduced on panels reconstruct the course of the Adda from its sources in the Rhaetian Alps to the Valtellina, and from there to Cremona. Images present the large hydroelectric structures of the former Milanese municipalised plant, together with works of industrial archaeology and views of the territory, illustrating its mountains, nature, technology, agriculture and social context.

The exhibition itinerary includes works by eminent photographers, among them Antonio Paoletti, Guglielmo Chiolini, Gianni Berengo Gardin, Francesco Radino and Luigi Bussolati. Photos range from rare images from the second half of the 19th century in the Fondo Vismara collection to examples from the 1930s and 1950s. Later ones come from the rich Fondo Contemporaneo collection of the 1980s, while the most recent are from photographic campaigns commissioned by Fondazione Aem. Accompanying these are unpublished cartographic representations from the Sondrio Civil Engineering Office, artistic representations of the medium-low course of the Adda, curated by Albano Marcarini, and citations and literary references dedicated to the area, all of which culminate in a reflection on the domestication of water in Milan through the fundamental role of the Navigli.
Designed and produced by Fondazione Aem - Gruppo A2A, the exhibition focuses attention on  the promotion of the company’s heritage and is supported by the Lombardy Region, the Municipality of Cremona, the Municipality of Milan, the Municipality of Sondrio, Museimpresa, the Photography Network, and Milan and Leonardo.

Following its first, highly successful appearance in Milan from 28 October to 27 December 2019,  the exhibition will also be on show in Sondrio from 21 May to 26 June 2020, in collaboration with the local authorities and municipalities.

The review is accompanied by a full illustrated catalogue containing copies of all the images from the exhibition, together with presentations from the curators,  from A2A President Giovanni Valotti, and from Guglielmo Scaramellini, Professor of Geography at the Università degli Studi in Milan.
