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The monograph “Rossella Gilli. Il viaggio di un granello di sabbia / The Journey of a Grain of Sand” curated by Fortunato D’Amico, published by Skira, presents the artist’s work from the second half of the Nineties to today through 73 colour images. 
The three sections of the book “Earth”, “Light” and “Architecture” highlight the process of transformation from nature to architecture, where light assumes a fundamental role in accompanying the grain of sand on a journey from the formation of rocks to the creation of buildings. 
As an example the canvases Mare alchemico/Alchemic sea, Cattedrale di rocce/Cathedral of rocks, La Moschea dei librai/The Mosque of booksellers - Kutibjia of Marrakech, Pilastro/Pillar of Central Station and Grattacielo Pirelli/Pirelli skyscraper by Giò Ponti in Milan.

The publication, in three languages (Italian - English - French), includes an essay and an interview with the artist curated by Fortunato d’Amico and a text by Renucio Boscolo. 
On display the video “Katalysis” filmed by Rossella Gilli in Morocco, on the theme of the “Visioni di Terra/Visions of the Earth”. 
Biographical info

Rossella Gilli, a Milanese painter, sculptress and engraver, graduated in Art History at the University of Milan with Pier Luigi De Vecchi and obtained a Ph.D. at the University of Florence with Mina Gregori. She based her research on design which brought her to open a Gallery in Milan, in Via del Gesù, dedicated to incisions and the old masters drawings; the activity is a great cultural success and is regularly visited by several luminaries such as Federico Zeri and Dennis Mahon.

For years she has been living and working among Paris, Milan and Marrakech, dedicating herself to painting, sculpture, incision and to the creation of artistic objects and jewels.

She exhibited in public and private venues among which there is the 54th Biennale of Venice, in the Pav. Italy, and for the new location of the Lombardy Region in Milan she has created a large canvas, 5m in height, named “Guglia del Duomo/Steeple of the Cathedral” for a column in the presidential area.

On the occasion of the 14th Biennale of Venice – Architecture is present with a personal exibithion at  Spazio Thetis with Michelangelo Pistoletto.

The works by Rossella Gilli are part of important private and public collections.
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
