Autumn will begin at Galleria Agnellini Arte Moderna in Brescia with a new interesting exhibition titled Opere Grandi - Grandi Opere, curated by Dominique Stella.
Until February 26th 2011, the focus will be on 12 great artists of the international art world: Miquel Barcelò, Sam Francis, Subodh Gupta, Georges Mathieu, Robert Rauschenberg, Ravinder Reddy, Gino Severini, Thukral&Tagra, Jacques Villeglè, Andy Warhol, Zhang Xiaogang, Feng Zhengjie.

A range of artists from different cultures and techniques will be compared in this exhibition through 14 works. All works are remarkable, defined by their big sizes, where ”big” - beyond quality remarks - means not just the artist’s wish to stand out but also to follow, sometimes, purchasers’ wishes or be challenged by imposing display spaces.
The exhibition path presents art works executed for specific architectural spaces as the tempera on wood Zeus partorito dal sole (cm 271x412) realized on order by Severini for the Alitalia’s French headquarters in Paris, as well as relevant contemporary artists such as Thukral&Tagra with Bonanza2 dated 2006 (cm175x365) and Zhengjie with Portrait n.72 from 2005 (cm 210x300) taking possession of the big format concept linked to “popular” subjects, also through artists such as Rauschenberg, Warhol and Villeglè that created big works to emphasize physical expressions of their creations.

The exhibition aims to give further insight to the different captivating sides hiding behind the artists choice of working on a large scale, because the art work, as Dominique Stella affirms, “shows and demonstrates”.
Among the works on display,  the oil on canvas from the contemporary indian artist Subodh Gupta,Untitled,2006 (cm166,4x228,6) sold by the auction house Saffronart on June 2008 at the outstanding sum of $1.427.500.

The work of art will be lend to Centre Pompidou in Paris for a collective on Indian contemporary art with public opening on autumn 2011.
