Maria Cristina Carlini is the guest of honour at the third edition of aam - arte accessibile milano 2011 to be held April 7th to 10th within Spazio Eventiquattro and PwC Experience (a building designed by Renzo Piano housing the offices of the Group 24 Ore and of PricewaterhouseCoopers).

The Milanese artist has been invited by a unanimous decision by all the ten curators of the event to exhibit a selection of her large and medium size works, including several ones never shown before, along a path that winds both in the interior and exterior spaces of this prestigious and unusual exhibition venue.

The International Fair of Contemporary Art is conceived and directed by Tiziana Manca and realized thanks to Arte Ipse Dixit, in collaboration with PricewaterhouseCoopers, and enjoys the patronage of the Municipality of Milan – Leisure.
The exhibition - which has been created with a cosmopolitan vocation and will continue its journey to St. Petersburg and Miami – is thus paying homage to an artist who over the last years – through her own work – has become an important to bridge in the relations between East and West, and who is therefore giving further international breath to the Milan fair. Her works are in fact on display in three continents, namely: Europe, America and Asia.
For this particular occasion, Maria Cristina Carlini has made – standing by her stylistic key feature, a large size sculpture entitled Incontro (Meeting - 2011, Corten steel, 300x140x160 cm) to seal and confirm the core value of aam: the personal and direct meeting, precisely, between art lovers, whether beginners or established collectors, and artists, with a view to exchanging ideas and visions of the contemporary art world. With her "poetics of reception" Maria Cristina Carlini becomes thus a symbol of the show that has turned the concept of accessibility into its flag, not only in economic terms but also in terms of abatement of the cultural and social barriers which often interpose themselves between contemporary art and the general public.
In the indoor rooms we can admire other large and medium size sculptures, mostly shown for the first time ever, arranged along a path that well represents the work of the Milanese artist: from the sculpture entitled In cammino (On the Way), Corten steel, two meters high, and Verso l’infinito (Towards Infinity, Corten steel, 120 cm high), to the Vittoria di Samotracia (Victory of Samothrace), Corten steel and resin. At the entrance are housed small size works, including Scala (Staircase), bronze (30x52 cm Ø), Roccia (Rock, stoneware) and the beautiful Libri Scultura (Sculpture Books) of iron and stoneware.

Maria Cristina Carlini has also welcomed with enthusiasm the proposal of the organizers of aaam to take part in the auction sale of artworks for charitable purposes to be held in the framework of the exhibition: the work Vittoria di Samotracia (Victory of Samothrace - 2008, bronze, 32x28x4 cm) will therefore be auctioned and the proceeds will be donated to the MAPP (Museum of Contemporary Art), located in the building of the former Psychiatric Hospital Paolo Pini in Milan.
The ten curators of the exhibition are: Chiara Canali, as head curator, Martina Cavallarin, Mariella Casile, Francesca Baboni/Stefano Taddei, Ilaria Bignotti, Alessandra Redaelli, Ivan Quaroni, Matteo Galbiati, Igor Zanti and Fortunato D’Amico.

The catalogue, published by Maretti Editore, presents the various sections of the event, from the solo exhibitions to the Video Art paths, with an introduction written by the reference critics. 
A brief biography
Maria Cristina Carlini started working ceramics in the early Seventies in Palo Alto, California. She returned to Europe in 1978. In 1983 she held a solo exhibition in the Rocca Borromea, a Fortress located in Angera.
During the artistic activity of Maria Cristina Carlini, exhibitions in numerous international public and private venues, including the following solo exhibitions: in Rome at  the State Archives; Turin, in the monumental complex of the Royal Palace and at the National Museum of Villa Pisani in Strà-Venice; at the National Library of Cosenza and at the State Archive of Milan.

In 2009 the city of Paris housed her monumental sculptures in the Mairie of the 5th Arrondissement and in the streets of the historic centre. In Loreto she holds a solo exhibition and in Spain several monumental sculptures are housed in the streets of Madrid. In the same year at Guggenheim Collection in Venice there is the presentation of her monograph Maria Cristina Carlini.

In 2010 in Reggio Calabria is held a solo exhibition of her works in the Aragonese Castle and along the promenade. 
On the occasion of the celebrations for the 40th anniversary of the diplomatic relations between Italy and China, her monumental work Viandanti (Wayfarers) was installed permanently in front of the Italian Embassy in Beijing. Always in Beijing, in the  Forbidden City, the solo exhibition “Colloquio tra giganti” (“A Talk amongst Giants”) is inaugurated. Maria Cristina Carlini is the first contemporary sculptress to exhibit in the imperial complex.

On the occasion of the 4th Art Biennial of Beijing her corten steel sculptures, Dancers, is exhibited for the first time. Maria Cristina Carlini is then in Shanghai with two of her monumental sculptures in conjunction with the World Expo 2010. 

In the same period her works are exhibited in Denver, USA and in Cap D’Agde in Southern France

Some of Maria Cristina Carlini’s large scale sculptures are permanently set in the following places: City Museum of Pesaro, Central State Archive in Rome Eur, Court of Auditors of Milan, new establishment in Rho of Milan International Fair, Pizza dei Valdesi in Cosenza, Paris, Gardens of Porta Marina in Loreto, on Italo Falcomatà Promenade of Reggio Calabria, in the Chinese cities of Beijing, Jinan and Tianjin and in the USA, Denver and Miami.

Her production has been followed by prominent curators and art critics, such as Luciano Caramel, Gillo Dorfles, Yacouba Konatè, Elena Pontiggia.
