Sonja Quarone. Se ti ricordi bene (If you well remember) – selected works
The personal exhibition Sonja Quadrone. Se ti ricordi bene (If you well remember) in the prestigious and historical setting of Vigevano Castle is the perfect synthesis of her work. This significant exhibition, in the Sala della Cavallerizza from 31st January to 14th February 2010, places the young artist as one of the most interesting in the entire panorama of young Italian art.  

 
Following Vigevano Castle from 16th February to 2nd March the collection entitled Sonja Quarone. Se ti ricordi bene (If you well remember) – selected works will be put on show at the cultural association Scoglio di Quarto in Milan.
Transparent resin covers and binds clothes and accessories, photographs and glamour items, fur toys and traditional toys, lingerie and handwritten words, entwining the horizon of femininity.
For years the creativity of Sonja Quarone has been connected to themes of infancy, memories, restlessness that pervades her world of being a woman. With these objects the artist puts together the universe of a lost memory where the “ungraceful” link the past with the present.
Two new imposing installations, created for the occasion, stand out in the centre of the exhibition space: a bright cage in metal contains plastic toys and 12 illuminated boxes with dolls inside make up one unique piece of work.

Displayed along an entire wall of about 30 metres, we can also admire 40 two-dimensional works, created between 2007 and 2009, that offer a clear account of her latest production.
The works are distinguished from those symbolic data that reflect both the artist’s personal experience and that of each one of us: her research is based on the transformation of everyday objects, like family photographs or magazine cuttings, in real images that are at the same time icons of modernity. In this sense, Femmine di ferro (Iron Women), 2007, and Mio vissuti con le ossa, both 2008, are to be noted.
An interesting video realized by Umberto Corni for this occasion, allows to see the artist at work in her studio.
Antonio d’Avossa, director of the exhibition, comments: “objects of affection and of infancy accumulate to activate the narration of a retrospective course, of a story that is common to all women, all girls and adolescents. In this ‘research of lost time’ the works of Sonja Quarone give voice and vision to all the memories we have forgotten. Among images that surface and words that reconstruct scenes from our memory, her works give back an intimate and somewhat disturbing account where the memory becomes visionary and altered, clear and confused, light and fixed”. 

The exhibition “Sonja Quadrone. Se ti ricordi bene (If you well remember)” is to be shown in agreement of collaboration with the Istituzione Cultura Città di Vigevano (City of Vigevano Culture Institution) and with Scoglio di Quarto, cultural association of Milan, with Gabriella Brembati as coordinator.
A parallel text catalogue, English–Italian, accompanies the exhibition. It is published by Silvana Editoriale with a critical text by Antonio d’Avossa.

Sonja Quarone was born in Vigevano in 1972. She studied at the Brera Academy and has displayed her works in personal and collective exhibitions in private and public spaces in Italy and abroad.
