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The International Biennial of Sculpture, Scultura Internazionale a Racconigi 2010, is soon to be inaugurated. I was very glad to hear that four fellow Taiwanese sculptors: Po-tsun Liu, Yung-hsu Hsu, Po-lin Yang, and Yi Hung; and Japanese friend Masayuki Koorida were invited to take part in this exhibition of such unique nature and scale. It is an honor of mine to express through these brief paragraphs the best of wishes to the event’s inauguration and the participation of these five friends. 
In my understanding, most of the 45 artists participating in this exhibition are from Italy, the UK, and Taiwan. Be that as it may, modern sculptures manifest themselves through multiple ideologies and diverse methodologies. This is reflected in the selection of materials, in the style in which the art takes form, and in the relationship established between the work and the environment, space, and audience. I believe this is an important message the curator intends to deliver. 
Curator Luciano Caramel does not just want to create a festival for contemporary sculpture art. He takes a step further and builds dialogues between modern sculpture and nature, architecture, and history. If we restrict ourselves into observing just the group of Taiwanese artists who were invited for this exhibition and their artistic styles, we can already see their differences and contrasts. This is what the curator wishes to ultimately convey. It’s worth mentioning that this simple combination of arts and artists in a way symbolizes the multifaceted direction in which the Taiwanese contemporary art scene is heading.
